KLT begins with an introductory workshop followed by two years of sustained engagement in Teacher Learning Communities (school-based groups of 6-8 teachers who meet monthly). The program helps teachers learn and practice the five key strategies and a wide range of classroom techniques for immediate integration into their teaching practice.
