	Thanks Dan - we are using MAP and it does top out at 10th. AP Exams aren't exactly progress monitoring! :) 

	Thank you Dan, for the information on MAPS. Can you tell me how I can find out more about the ceiling affect for MAPS? 

	I don't know that MAPS is either, since the administration is not standardized.

	Thank you, Dan and Ifreeman. Finding more of these assessments at the 9-12 level is quite a challenge. I am open to ideas of others as well. 

	Any experience with ACT End-of-Course exams or Explore/PLAN/ACT? 

	Common assessments at 9-12 get better buy-in when teachers participate in developing them. They select the key standards, the assessment schedule, etc. What's more, as STiggins says, when teachers develop test items for standards, they gain a deeper knowledge and agreement on the standard. 

	Here in IL we use Explore/PLAN/ACT. I love it b/c it is at least consistent and shows student growth. Have not used end of course by ACT. 

	I'm hearing a side conversation and it is very distracting 

	We have been using PLAN only for 9th and 10th grades prior to PSAT and SAT. I have also used GMADE and GRADE. I find that for GMADE and GRADE it is only nationally-norm referenced and some of our kids do ceiling out.

	With regard to thte question about approaches are schools using, we are working with WestEd's LAPDS and Galileo Assessments to address this issue. With LAPDS we are building standard-based district customized assessments.
